Whitton and Tosson Parish Council Highways and Footpaths Report
Date: 	13th August 2018


Highways Inspection:
· Three potholes on the Tosson to Lordenshaws road approximately 50 yards up the hill from parish council seat. This has been reported on the NCC report a pothole facility.
· Local residents continue to express concern about the condition of the road surface at the Whitton Bank/Carterside road junction. NCC confirms that this work is scheduled for November.
· The County Council also have work scheduled to repair the drainage and road surface just around the first bend on the Tosson to Lordenshaws road.
· The surface of Whitton Bank road below the hospital entrance is very rough and in need of attention. This road is used by Whitton and Tosson residents to access Rothbury.













Footpaths:
· Footpath marker knocked down on Newtown to Newtown Park footpath. This has been re-installed.
· A number of faded footpath direction arrow signs need replacing – supply obtained from NCC.
· A number of faded bridleway direction arrow signs need replacing too. Will request a supply from Tony Derbyshire at NCC.






Verges:· [bookmark: _GoBack]Verge drainage grips need digging out again – Carterside road from Whitton to Ryehill, road up to Tosson from Newtown, Tosson to Lordenshaws road.
· The verges were cut at the appropriate time this year and there have been no reports of line-of-sight problems relating to growing vegetation at bends in the roads. The dry weather helped.








Seats & Road Signs:
· Previously reported need for a sign for Forestry Car park at Tosson – has the CC made any progress with this?
The front lathe of the Silverton Lane seat needs replacing, (lathe broken) repair has now been carried out. The front cross structural member has rotted & is no longer attached to the right leg. The seat bench is now supported at the right by the newly fitted lathe. A block support to be added to leg for further support
· Parish council notice board needs varnishing as the plywood at the back is beginning to disintegrate








Drains:

· Drain under Carterside road checked and area in front of pipe end partially dug out. Making the excavated area bigger with a JCB would be good.
· Drain under entrance to Lime Kiln Car Park also checked. The ditch at the entrance end of the pipe is in need of digging out as the bottom of the ditch has silted up. There are also Blackthorn suckers that need removing by the digger.
