There is concern of loss of privacy for the neighbouring properties.

Has a change of use been applied for? This was previously a recreational/leisure space with cafe following significant grant funding in the mid 2000's from One North Easts Rural Development fund which was administered by Northumberland County Council and intended to create jobs and support local businesses. Were there no conditions on this funding?
