b) Sports Court Electricity Bill and Meter.  The tariff has been re-negotiated and backdated to February 2018. A rebilling process has ensued, resulting in around 30 backdated bills. The final updated bill for £29.87 has been received but has not yet cleared the bank. Whilst recent previous bills were actual readings from the Smart meter the last reading was estimated. This is possibly due to a discrepancy between billing dates and meter reading. The complaint remains open until this issue is resolved.

e) Annual Governance and Accountability Return 2017/18 update. In accordance with correct procedures identified during the AGAR process, the JBC has now to identify its budgetary requirements for 2019/20 to be presented to both Longframlington and Brinkburn& Hesleyhurst PCs for approval. Each PC will then include their proportion of the JBC Budget within their main Precept requirement from NCC. For this year it is proposed by both PC chairs that the two parish councils each contribute to the budget of the JBC, in the following proportions: Brinkburn: 15.87%; Longframlington: 84.13%. This is based on the previous proportional split as determined by NCC. We are awaiting further guidance and the way the split is made in future years may change. NCC has issued guidance and claims forms for the 2019-20 precept in which it outlines the new guidance on the JBC Budget/Precept issue. Following the External Auditors report and the identification that there were no Terms of Reference (TORs) on record for the JBC, which is a statutory requirement, the Chairs of Longframlington and Brinkburn& Hesleyhurst PCs and the Clerk for both PCs have now drawn up TORs to be considered by the JBC for approval by each PC in January 2019.
f) Tenders received for Village Maintenance contract. Only one tender had bene received from Gavin Christie. Prices quoted for work have only slightly increased from the previous contract.  It was proposed (DL) and seconded (GA) that the PC accept this tender for the contract for the next three seasons (March 2019 – November 2021). Agreed.

	Longframlington Parish Council Objects to this application for the following reasons:-

The information in the various reports provided by the applicant are significantly out of date and in particular the Ecology and transport reports bear no resemblance to the current services and traffic flows, we are alarmed and disappointed that once again the planning department has allowed an application to proceed when the information supplied is so dated and which gives a false and misleading impression.

The quarry however untidy and rough represents a natural reclamation of an industrial site with decades of consolidation for local wildlife. The site is an oasis for varied wildlife surrounded by worked farmland to the West, North and East and encroaching Housing from the South. It also provides a refuge for wildlife disturbed by the building activity, and given the sources for the study are out of date' and the limited time available to the snapshot survey, making it inaccurate in terms of seasonal changes of wildlife use.

Unlike the site at present it will be clearly seen from the Public Bridleway on the edge of Longframlington common and the from the A697 when travelling South, in addition the legally required lighting provision for Caravan Sites as can be seen by the impact on the view to the east from Longframlington made by the Percy Wood Country park will contribute to light pollution, reducing the Dark Sky amenity to the North of the Village of Longframlington, however well screened the caravans are.

The proposed entrance by creating a new access to the A697 would create a further hazard any access should be via or alongside the Framhill farm road as the proposed route through the middle of the field would badly affect the ability to farm it. The applicant has stated that they would expect 17000 to 25000 visitors who would all need to travel by private transport as there is no regular public transport. The traffic on the A697 has already increased by some 10000 vehicles year on year which already causes many issues throughout the village and creates major parking issues at the village centre, The A697 is dangerous enough it does not need this extra volume.

Though we would normally welcome the creation of work opportunities we are convinced that the substantial detriments to the area and the village would not be mitigated by this provision.

Main Issues 
16. Any Urgent Business

a) Bus Timetabling. Three requests had been made to NCC about updated bus timetables following a complaint letter from resident. Response received saying that PCL have been asked twice to provide details but have not replied. Agreed to post new Arriva timetables at bus stops.

b) Grit Bin Church Street. Graham Bucknall has issued instruction to move the grit bin from the bottom of Church Street to the top corner of the church cemetery as we requested earlier in the year.

c) Request for Dog Waste Bin. Miller Homes have put in a request to NCC for a bin at the entrance to the Paddocks. NCC have written to LPC saying they are reluctant to put another bin in the village and asking if we would be willing to re-site an existing bin. It was agreed that the PC did not want a new bin or to re-site a bin to this location given there were already bins close by.

Contractors clearing the blockages had reported that the main sewer was unsafe 
and seriously deteriorating and becoming blocked by builders’ rubble. Reports had also been received that raw sewage was coming 
up on the Main Street and in Fenwick Park.  Agreed to write to NCC and Northumbria Water expressing concern over continued 
problems of drainage on Front Street and requesting that urgent surveying and repair/upgrade be undertaken.                 Action: Clerk
