b. Financial Planning for 2019-20.  At the meeting of 20th November 2018 Councillors agreed to adopt a spending strategy for the financial year 2019-20. Spending guidelines were adopted and for convenience these are repeated at ANNEX 1.  The new financial year began this month and since the last meeting Northumberland County Council has provided updated information on the number of dwellings per parish which should enable the spending strategy to proceed as agreed. Spending allocations per parish together with the rationale based on numbers of dwellings will be circulated at the meeting.

Whittingham, Callaly and Alnham Parish Council

Strategy for financial planning 2019-20

All expenditure on any occasion must be agreed the Parish Council.

1. These are guidelines only and can be varied by a majority vote at any Parish Council meeting.

2. Annual fixed commitments (i.e. those items that need to be in place to enable the Parish Council to legally and properly function) to be reserved.

3. Ring fence grants to Vale News and Burial Ground

4. Divide remainder in ratio of numbers of dwellings under the general heading Service Provision between the three parishes in the grouping If by the end of the third quarter the allocations for each parish have not been used or positively committed then these sums become available for grant aid or service provision in one or more of the other two parishes. 

5. The availability of grants may be advertised but the provision of these should give priority to causes that demonstrate benefit to local residents.

6. All requests for aid will continue to be presented to the Council as and when received.
