5.Matters Arising from the Minutes

a. Co-option of a Parish Councillor:  There remains one vacancy to be filled for Callaly Parish. As with recent appointments, this can be done by co-option and Members are asked to consider making nominations.
b. Whittingham Memorial Institute. External security/safety lighting.

c. Ongoing Highway issues: Remains of mature tree limb, overhanging the Callaly road.
d. Vehicles speeding through Whittingham. This survey began during the third week in January and is ongoing.
e. To report that this Council has now terminated its membership of the local Parish Cluster. This will end on 31 March 2019.
6.New Business
a. Bailiffgate Museum: Out of Town Museum Project. Members may recall that the Council supported the Museums’ lottery bid for funding the above project.  The new Project Manager is now putting a process in place to progress this. Further information at the meeting.
b. Rothbury Community Hospital. Information from Ward Member, Councillor Steven Bridgett.
c. The ‘5th Wednesday Ladies Group’ wish to plant some spring flowering bulbs around Whittingham and are seeking permission from the Parish Council to plant on land within their ownership. They are also seeking a donation towards the cost of bulbs.
Would the Parish Council like to donate any money towards the cost of the bulbs?
7.Planning
a. Northumberland Local Plan: Publication of Draft Plan (Regulation 19).  Councillors were forwarded an email from the County Council of 5th February.  This contained links to the above document. Details of drop in events were included as an attachment. The Parish Council had previously responded to an earlier consultation. This response centred on renewable energy; in particular, on-shore wind turbines. 

An email from the Northumberland and Newcastle society seeking the Councils support in their views about on-shore wind turbines was circulated on 12th February.

The consultation to this latest round ends on 13th March.
Details of drop-in events being organised by the County have been sent to every household.
A paper copy of the Plan will be available at the meeting but in the meantime Councillors may wish to consider any views they think the Parish Council should submit
