LNP2	Members asked for clarity regarding what constituted housing of exceptional design which would be allowed outside the village boundary and to check whether this was part of National Policy and sat within the new Local Plan. If so, this would need to remain, if not, it should be considered whether this should be removed.
LNP4	Running Fox is not a public house.  Church Room should be Community Rooms
Outdoor Recreational Areas to include green spaces at Knogly Way and Cherry Hope. Garage area at Cherry Hope should also be considered.
