Issues raised by members of the public

Police Matters

Havannah Nature Reserve
Concern was expressed regarding the poor quality of maintenance. It was noted that flooding behind Strawberry Terrace had been resolved.

Climate Emergency
Funding was required for the community garden with the erection of a fence the first activity.

Environment, Highways and Planning Issues
· Concern was expressed regarding the condition of Link Road. Cllr Lower undertook to get an inspection carried out.
· Speeding traffic continued to be of concern, particularily at night. Discussion included traffic calming, repeater signs, regular use of the police speed gun and traffic lights to replace the zebra crossing.



Financial Matters
Members approved the paying of the belated invoice for tree provision in March 2020.

Issues raised by Members
1. Funding was required to carry out the remaining renervation of the Community Centre.
1. Members considered the merits of a Neighbourhood Plan.
1. Progress on the City Council’s deliberations over the boundary review with Brunswick PC was requested.
1. Further tree planting in the village was welcomed although it was recognised that this would have to wait until Novermber.
