1) Apologies for Absence: John Munro (JM), NCC Cllr Trevor Thorne (TT)
2) Minutes of the Previous Annual Council Meeting 2018 – were approved as a true record and signed as such.

3) Chairman’s Report: Cllr Fremlin welcomed everyone to the meeting and read out the following report:
‘In the last year we lost one councillor when Malcom Ness had to resign due to his other work commitments. We then welcomed Allison Davis who has become a valuable member of our team. Once again, we have been able to reduce the Parish precept while continuing to maintain the village infrastructure and improving the services we provide. The main improvements have been the extension to the village cemetery and the purchase of a new multi-play climbing frame which is due for installation this week.

The PC has also been actively involved with NCC Highways in planning the timing of road repairs and ensuring that the main A697 through the village will be properly repaired in 2019. This work is now planned to be done late September through early October, to minimise the impact on village businesses and residents.

Planning applications are continuing to be made but recently there has been more success in combating them, resulting in the last three applications being refused. However, two of these have already gone to appeal and we await the outcomes.

The new Northumberland Local Plan is progressing and the PC has applied to make a Neighbourhood Plan to run alongside the local plan. This is headed up by Allison Davis and it is hoped that this will curtail the numbers of houses being built.

I would finally just like to thank all the Parish Councillors for their efforts over the last year without whom the village would be a poorer place.’
