Minutes
The minutes of the meeting of the Parish Council held on 27 January 2022 were confirmed as a correct record to be signed by the Chair. 

Matters arising from the previous meeting
· The North Tyneside Dog warden had been active in the village and put signs up. Sililar action had been requested of the Newcastle City Council Dog warden.
· The work to the hedgerow was to be done soon.

Issues raised by members of the public
· A local resident advised that she was pressing Bellway for action and to date, the fence at the Brunswick end of the footpath had been replaced.
· There was now some doubt as to whether the additional trees would be planted as previously expected.
· It was confirmed that the shooting in the fields south of the village was not permitted if on Consortium land and that residents should report any such activity to the police. It was noted that shooting on private land was permitted under licence. 


Police Matters
Two Police Officers were present to advise of low crime rates in the area, although it was stressed that any crime or anti-social behaviour should be reported to the police.


Vacancy
The formal notice had been published and the clerk was in contact with two residents interested in co-option when the opportunity arose.

Havannah Nature Reserve
Members noted that the work on site was on-gong. Concern was expressed regarding a publicised dog walking event which would affect the ecological balance in the nature reserve. 

Construction site waste was finding it way into the reserve. Councillor Campion had written to all developers in the ward asking them to deal properly with waste materials on their sites.

Community Allotment Garden
Compost material was being delivered to the garden site soon and help would be required to move it. A successful outcome was hoped for from a grant application submitted recently.

Environment, Highways and Planning Issues
· A1 upgrade works – information drop-ins were being arranged by the Highways Agency
· Planning Applications – Councillor Fairley was congratulated on her attendance and speaking on behalf of the Parish Council at the recent City Council Planning Committee. A further assessment of trees to be felled was being undertaken in respect of the proposed development at the Dark Plantation.
· Members were concerned at the potential loss or re-direction of footpaths in the area andit was agreed that the City Council be asked to consult the Parish Council on any such changes.
· Trees – There was no further news on the planting of trees south of Newham Avenue as part of development of that area.
· Buses –Concern was expressed regarding the changes to bus services in the City.
· Draft Guidance on Transport - Members noted that the Parish Council had not been consulted on the City Council’s draft guidance on transport. It was agreed that this should be raised at the NALC meeting with the City’s new Chief Executive.
· Springvale - There had been no response from the City’s Monitoring Officer regarding lighting at the Springvale site.
· Bee-line - Members were interested in getting involved with the Bee-line project which promoted planting for pollinators.
· Litter bins – Members again raised the need for additional litter bins in the village.
· Garages – There was uncertainty regarding the availability of YHN garages in the village. Councillor Laverick undertook to chase this matter with YHN and the clerk to write in similar fasion.

Correspondence
There was no incoming correspondence to report. 
Financial Matters
Members authorised payments of salary and HMRC 

Issues raised by Members
· Councillor Campion confirmed a “No Cold Calling” zone was in place in the village and had requested a new supply of stickers.
· Members were advised that the Community Centre was planning an event to mark the Queen’s Jubilee celebrations in June.
· Permission had been granted to undertake planting on The Crossways roundabout
