
OVINGTON PARISH COUNCIL
Minutes of the annual meeting of the Parish Council held in Ovington Social Club on Monday, 10th January 2022 at 7.00pm
Present:
 Cllrs Woodcock (Chair), Marshall, Hudson, Maidwell & Skelly, County Cllr Waddell and Mrs. M. Davenport (Clerk)
2022/1:  Apologies for Absence: None.
2022/2:  To confirm the minutes of the meeting held on 8th November 2021: Having previously been circulated, the minutes were approved and signed.

2022/3:  Declaration of interest if any: None declared.
2022/4:  County Councillors Report: Cllr Waddell advised she had been contacted by a resident who had fallen on the footpath around Greenrising. This was being followed up. Cllr Woodcock commented that the Parish Council raised concerns recently too. She will be attending a meeting tomorrow for the Local area (NCC) and will raise this issue again. She had received no update with regards the “development” south of Overdene.
County Cllr Waddell left the meeting at 7.15pm.

2022/5: Matters arising:

a) Dogs on the green: No further quotes received unfortunately. Cllr Skelly will arrange one. Fouling in general seems better in that area – signs are in place but could be improved.
b)   Trees – next steps: Cllr Hudson reported that the tree planting session held in November had been a huge success. Filmed by NCC it will be available to view soon. The next session is scheduled for 15th January at 10am. As some planting is earmarked for the north end of the bridleway to Overdene, it was not suitable for young children. Cllr Woodcock advised that a shrub (cotoneaster) on Joiners needs moving and suggested it be placed next to the memorial bench. This was agreed. Cllr Hudson also confirmed that a session was booked for 19th January at 9.30 with Sylvan Skills who will provide instruction on taming the willow structure. Two residents had already agreed to attend. 
2022/6: Planning Applications: 
21/01878/FUL – Burn House- amended application for detached garage etc – no objections
21/04471/FUL – 45 Springfield – extension above garage to create bedroom – No objections
The Clerk confirmed no updates had been received with either the “development” south of Overdene nor the application for Partnership Field, Overdene (Stables).

The Clerk advised bank signatories still needed updating. She had looked at the possibility of 

opening a new account but unfortunately banks were not accepting any at the moment. She 

and Cllr Woodcock will approach Barclays Bank for assistance.

2022/8: Budget/Precept for 2022-2023: Updated figures had been circulated. Expected 

expenditure will increase slightly from previous estimates but overall balance of reserves will 

likely increase. This is partly due to limitations with Covid but it is anticipated expenditure 

will increase in 2022/23 in an effort to reduce the reserves. However, it was unanimously 

agreed that the precept will remain at £6,000.

2022/9: To adopt Code of Conduct for dogs: Cllr Maidwell had ordered and received 6 new 

dog bins which were being part funded by the Community Group. He circulated a map with 

the proposed locations for the bins including one at Overdene. He will help to put them in 

place. A resident will make boxes for the dog waste bags and Cllr Maidwell also has a 

number of signs to get the message across. It is hoped that the code of conduct will be 

officially adopted at the next meeting.
2022/10: Climate Emergency Declaration & next steps to take: The Councillors declared a 

Climate emergency. Cllr Hudson advised that the Parish Plan which was completed in 2009 
could be amended to include climate emergency which was agreed. It is hoped that a group 
including Councillors can be set up to look at what steps can be taken. The Parish plan will be 
uploaded to the website and offers for help with the Climate emergency will be included in 
the next village newsletter (February).  
2022/11: Village Environment: Cllrs had conducted a village site tour just before Xmas. 

Some issues will be raised with Highways – the Clerk is arranging a site visit. Also, some 

suggestions for incorporating wildflower areas will be discussed with the grass cutting team. 

Two trees were of concern – one in Springfield and one by the village green – The Clerk 

suggested asking a local resident for advice before contacting the Tree Officer at NCC. This 

was agreed. Cllr Hudson had managed to obtain quotes for improving the conditions of St 

Andrews Lane and Overdene. Although it was acknowledged St Andrews Lane was a public 

highway and therefore responsibility of NCC it was hoped that pressure could be put on NCC 

as the condition of the lane was deteriorating very quickly. It was noted that residents at 

Overdene may be willing to pay for improvements. The damaged sign heading towards the 

A69 had still not been repaired. The hedge on Joiner’s bank needed attention. 
2022/12: Committee Reports: No recent meetings had been attended.
2022/13: Correspondence: 
i) ZEBRA – Transport North East project. It was noted that the proposal was to deliver 73 zero emission buses but not known if this would include services to Ovington.
2022/14: Next Meeting:  The dates of the next meetings were confirmed as Monday 7th March and 9th May (annual meeting).
2022/15: Any other business as admitted urgent by the chair: Cllr Woodcock will collate a newsletter for February and include issues relating to environment, climate change, trees and dogs. The Community Group will be asked to arrange an event celebrating the Queens platinum jubilee in June.
There being no further business, the meeting closed at 8.20pm.
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
