	The Council was addressed by a resident and owner of part of the land over which the proposed BOAT would cross, Mr. M. Young of Sharperton Edge, expressing his concern at the proposal.     Members agreed to further support their earlier decision in May 2018 to oppose the designation.

	Members received the final report on the effects of and response to Storm Arwen composed by Harbottle with Alwinton, Hepple and Netherton Parish Councils.    This had been sent to the Energy Emergencies Committee of the Department for Energy, Business and Industry, Ofgem, County Council, Members of Parliament and the National Park.
