Many thanks for your email and we are pleased that work will start soon to upgrade the footpath as outlined.

 

With regard to the other draft proposals, whilst we are supportive of the other additional footpaths (in particular the one along the north side to link Henshaw to the garage/mini-market) there are still concerns about the location of the crossing points/islands, the closure of existing well established crossing points, and the safety of pedestrians standing midway with vehicles (often large wagons) passing on either side at 60mph.

 

The Parish Council position on this remains clear – a 40 mph limit is needed along this stretch for the safety of pedestrians and road users.

 

Whilst the upgrade of footpaths is certainly welcomed, any changes to crossing arrangements and established routes would need consultation beyond the two Parish Council and with the wider community.
