1. The Toilets. NCC have traced the source of the electricity for the toilets to the library. They have been given a cost of £25k to move the meter to the toilet block. This is not viable and makes the suggestion of passing the asset to the town council unviable too. The work to improve them should begin in the autumn with Haltwhistle at the top of the list.

2. The speed bump proposal at the school is not viable and other options are being investigated. There are no signs for the school which is now being addressed. Flashing 20mph signs will be placed imminently.
