Minutes of a meeting of the Parish Council held in Ovington Social Club on Monday, 14th November 2022 at 7.00pm

2022/82:  Apologies for Absence: Cllr Marshall & County Cllr Waddell.

2022/84: County Councillors Report: Not received.
2022/85:  To confirm the minutes of the meeting held on 26th September 2022: Having previously been circulated, the minutes were approved and signed.

2022/86: Matters arising:

a)   Trees – next steps: The ‘Tree day’ session on 15th October had been successful. As well as residents volunteers from CPRE helped. Tyne Rivers Trust will prepare areas before the next session on 26th November. Woodland Trust have hit supply problems for delivery of trees – an order will be placed with Trees Please. Both schools are willing to help.
b)   Climate Change Emergency: Cllr Hudson reported that there had been a launch evening at Ovingham Middle School on 9th November. Although there had been a variety of groups in attendance unfortunately it had not been well attended by the public. The children had put together a presentation which had been very well received. The group will discuss their next steps following feedback.
c)   State of St Andrews Lane: Cllr Maidwell had thanked Highways department for the excellent work on St Andrews Lane which has been very well received by residents. 
d)   Notice Board for Overdene:  The Clerk had circulated options but it was agreed to ask the retired joiner who had made the current notice board to see if he was willing to make a new one.
e)   Parking Issues: The Club will be approached to see if they are amenable to residents parking in their car park. Discussions took place regarding 20mph and it was agreed that County Cllr Waddell be asked for support. Speeding into & through the village was still a concern – speed surveys will be requested.

2022/89: To note resignation of Parish Clerk & recruitment process: Resignation of Clerk 

was accepted. A timeline for appointment was agreed with the view of holding interviews 

early January. Initially, adverts will be restricted to social media, newsletter and church 

magazine.
2022/90: Precept 2023-24: Proposed budget was circulated. Although expenditure was
 expected to increase especially with the hedge on Joiners Bank needing attention, it was 
agreed to keep the precept at £6,000. The Clerk confirmed there were funds for the hedge and 
maintaining the tree project without using the savings which have been set aside.
2022/91: Future proofing Ovington Tree project: Cllr Hudson proposed a community 

enterprise group be set up which will oversee and manage the project for years to come. NCC 

will be organising a meeting which will be a sharing of ideas for such a group.  Agreed.
2022/91: To establish a community resilience plan for Ovington: Raised at a recent East 

Tynedale Forum, Cllr Hudson will draft an emergency plan for Ovington which will include 

First responder contact numbers as well as contacts for the Social Club, Winships and 

utilities. 
2022/92: To consider request for donation (S137) from Great North Air Ambulance: It
was agreed to donate £50.

2022/94: Village environment: The bin by 1 Burnside has been removed. Fencing on Joiners 
Bank has been repaired.
