	Correspondence
Details of the various pieces of correspondence were communicated.
· The public transport meeting to be held in Dinnington on 7th Nov is being advertised on both the HPC facebook and website and Hazlerigg Community Centre facebook pages as well as the newsletter.  Representation from HPC to attend.
· The Clerk meeting was attended by Cllr Barbour who found it very informative.  It included details of the process for elections next year and the boundary review.  This prompted a reminder to contact Pam Smith Chief Executive Officer at NCC to progress a meeting of all parishes in Newcastle.
· A request for NCC, UGN and Great Park to attend our October meeting had been declined.  This was with a view to discussing various ongoing matters as per Agenda item number 9
· There is no Community Use Agreement for the pitches being built as yet.

	Newsletter

· Once printed, deliveries will need to be co-ordinated to ensure the whole village receives an initial paper copy.

	Financial Matters
· There has been no communication from the Bank confirming the mandate changes and therefore Cllr Garbett signed a pre-formatted letter requesting an update from the Bank regarding the position as it is proving difficult to get through by phone.
· The bank balances stands at £3990.99 after all payments are processed. 
· The temporary clerk has suggested an increase in precept to £9000.00 which will need to be decided upon at the next meeting.  This will cover inflation and possible election costs as the current reserves would not be sufficient.
· A request for funding from Inspire Youth Tyne and Wear was declined as funds are already committed elsewhere.

	

	9.
	Environment, Planning and Highways
· HPC resolved to continue objecting to the 5G Mast recently put up in the village.  4 Cllrs had attended a presentation in the Community Centre regarding the potential health risks associated with 5G Masts.  The basis for continued objection is the lack of consultation with residents and HPC regarding the appeal and whilst not wanting to stand in the way of improvement to communications, the council will pursue a change of location for the mast in an effort to mitigate any potential harmful health effects. An objection letter will be drafted and it is hoped it can be delivered with the newsletter, however it is a complex process and will require some work.
· Parish Council and other objections to the development of land for playing pitches has resulted in the matter now going back to committee to discuss.
· There were no issues regarding the planning application submitted by the kennels at Hawthorn Cottage.
· Communications have been sent to both Costain and Barratt regarding the land at High Ridge in the hopes they may be able to shed some light on who owns the land.  
· Residents have also written to their MP Cath McKinnell about the withdrawal of grass cutting by NCC on the land.
· The decision on the Tree Planting submission to North East Community Forest will not be known until the end of November
· It was resolved to work with Cllr Laverick at BPC with regard to clearing the rubbish on the path between the two villages.
· There is still no speeding signage available
· It was agreed to send details of the Northumbrian Water ‘blue spaces’ initiative to UGN in respect of Havannah Nature Reserve to ensure they are aware of this initiative.  Cllr Barbour advised there is a volunteer session in Havannah on the 10th November for anyone interested.
· The enforcement officer together with NCC Ecologist visited Springvale and found the rubbish to have been moved.  Lighting on the new building however was still an issue and communication has been sent to the company to address same.
· Grass cutting has been taking place with 3 cuts in the last three weeks.  This is due to the mild weather and the grass growing quicker.  
· Coal carts will not be pursued due to cost
· Priority Species presentations is ongoing as this is likely to be an initiative for 2023.
· Cllr Young initiated a  speeding petition which  is still ongoing but will be closing soon.  HPC resolved to support this ongoing initiative.  Northumbria Police have committed to carrying out regular watches in the village to deter speeding motorists.  Cllrs Thorp and Young are to receive ‘Speed Watch’ training shortly.   It was agreed that costings would be looked at again for flashing speeding signs.
· It is noted that littering and dog fouling around the village is endemic despite litter picks on a regular basis.

	Other issues raised by councillors
· Rubbish is being dumped at the garages on Newham Avenue.  This was being reported for clean-up.  
· There was still no update on when garages would be available for rent and Cllr Laverick will follow up this long outstanding matter.
· Parts of the fence backing on to the playing field behind the Community Centre is still down.  It was noted that a number of repairs within the village were still outstanding and this is a city wide issue. Cllr Locke will look into this matter.
· The van permanently parked on Elliot Walk has been reported as an eyesore as it is being used as storage and is clearly not roadworthy.
· A communication has been sent to NCC regarding the amount of vaping products littering the streets in Hazlerigg.
· More information is to be received about an Arts Programme which may be suitable to be held in the Community Centre.
