	Issues raised by local residents
A resident questioned the Parish Council on the speed limit on Coach Lane west from Hazlerigg village suggesting the 20 mph limit should apply to the entrance to the new housing development. City councilors confirmed that the situation had been reviewed but the extension would not be enforceable.
 The resident also asked for an update on the Parish boundary review which would, if successful, see the new development on Coach Lane “transferred to Hazlerigg Parish Council. The Clerk gave a brief explanation of the process for the review and the current state of play. 


Ward councillor updates
· Waste bin adjacent to bus stop – relocation sites were being considered and the % volume that the bin would be emptied was to be reduced from 805 to 60%.
· Bungalows, Augusta Close – To be transferred from Adult to Children’s Services.
· Petition for traffic calming  - the speed of traffic travelling both east and west had been monitored with average speeds recorded. The volume of traffic was also not excessive. There had been no personal injury reports in the last 5 years. The city council would continue to monitor the traffic movement. It was suggested residents seeing speeding vehicles should report it using the police 101 number.
· Workmen were clearing out the former care home, ward councillors were concerned to ensure personal data was disposed of correctly.
· Bus services – back to normal, with Arriva having successfully recruited new drivers. It was hoped the services to the villages could be designated protected routes.

· The proposed cricket pitch was to be discussed with the Parish Council in the near future.
· Grass cuttings on the pavement outside the Aged Miners Cottages was a hazard.
· A tree in the area had been cut down by a resident without the authority to do so.
· Bushes were overgrowing the footpath on Pig Ally.
· A street light was out at Sinclair Court.
