	Issues raised by members of the public
· A complaint was made regarding the amount of dog excrement and rubbish in a garden in Westfield Avenue. There was also a belief that the resident was running a business from the house. Councillor H. Laverick undertook to raise this with YHN.
· Concern was expressed regarding the length of time taken to replace rotten soffit boards at 38 Westfield Avenue. Councillor H. Laverick agreed to raise this concern with YHN.

	Matters Arising from the previous meeting
· Motor bikes and electric scooters were being illegally ridden, particularly in the Welfare Ground.
· It was noted that the Christmas tree, located in the Church Grounds was dying, the likely cause being soil contamination.
· Members agreed to consider individual Portfolios at a subsequent meeting, to enable new members to fully understand the role of the Parish Council within the community.
· The Clerk outlined the issues raised at a recent meeting between Parish Council Clerks and Chairs, and Senior Officers from the City Council. The main outcomes being a new list of contacts for City Council service areas and the process by which new litter bins may be requested.
· Regarding the Local Governance Partnership, the Vice Chair advised that he had attended a meeting at which it was noted two schemes relating to this area were submitted for funding. Both schemes, if successful, would be delivered from Hazlerigg.

	Newcastle Airport Consultative Committee
The Vice Chair outlined issues raised at a recent meeting. 
· A review of noise complaints was being undertaken.
· A new revised 10 Year Master Plan was being produced which would include provision of a new 700m runway expansion to the east. While this was not expected to happen, it was prudent to include it in the Plan.
· The Airport was now operating at 90% pre-pandemic levels.
· More electric car charging points were to be provided.
· There was a shortage of Air Traffic Controllers.
· Comments were being sort regarding the NHS Drone trial.

	Planning, Environment and Highways
· Members were consulted on planning application 2023/1470/01/HOU in respect of 8 Waterford Park – the erection of two-storey extension side and single extension to rear. Members had no objection to the application
· Members were concerned regarding the overgrown footpath between Drysdale Crescent and the Underpass. The Clerk to email seeking action to clear the path.
· Grass waste was being dumped on Martin Way. Councillor H. Laverick undertook to seek a resolution to the problem.
· Graffitti in the village had been reported to the City Council.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Concern was expressed regarding the amount of weeds and small saplings growing along pavements in the village, particularly in residential streets. Councillor H. Laverick agreed to ask the new Area Housing Manager to undertake a walk through the village to understand the size of the problem.
· Grit bins were in need of re-stocking.
· Members and residents were concerned at the noise generated by the Laundry located on the industrial estate.
· A tree near Robert Allan Court was leaning over and needed attention.
· Members were of the opinion that the chicane in the middle of the village was wrongly located.
