	Housing, Planning, Environment and Highways
· Members continued to raise concern regarding the number of potholes in the village and it was agreed that a request be made to have the village’s road inspected.
· A number of fences throughout the village were in disrepair.
· Trees on Martin Way were blocking the light from street lights
· It was reported that vehicles were still driving down Pig Alley.

Airport Consultative Committee
· The Red Route was causing cars to park up in adjacent areas, pushing the problem outwards.
· The new Executive Officer was now in post.
· 246 noise complaints had been received from 4 people. The noise sub committee was due to meet in July.
· Air testing monitoring equipment was to be placed in surrounding areas.
· 200 additional spaces had been made available in the long-stay car park.
· 17,000 trees had been planted
