
Hauxley Parish Council 
Grants and Donations Policy
1.Background
Each year the Parish Council has a budget allocation available to give a small grants/donation to local organisations. The aim of this Policy is to encourage and support activities and projects which will benefit the Parish and improve the environment and wellbeing of its residents, whilst respecting the regulatory framework within which the Council must operate. 
The Council may use its discretionary power under Section 137 of the Local Government Act 1972 to “incur expenditure which in their opinion is in the interests of, and will bring direct benefit to, their area. 
· A grant is awarded for a particular defined purpose. 
· A donation is awarded for general purposes. 
2. Key Details on Grant Allocation
· Purpose: Grants are awarded for specific, defined projects that directly benefit the parish, its residents, or a part of the community.
· Eligibility: Eligible organisations must be established for charitable, benevolent, social, cultural, or recreational purposes.
3. What is not eligible 
· Support for individuals or private business projects. 
· Projects that are the prime responsibility of other statutory authorities. 
· Projects that improve or benefit privately owned land or property. 
· Projects which have already been completed or will have been by the time the grant/donation is made. 
4. Information to be included in your letter of application
· Name of your organisation/group
· Name of the person making this application & position
· Contact details
· Information about the group or charity
· What is the project/activity this application relates to?
· How will the project benefit the Parish and its residents?
· The start and end date
· What level of grant/donation are you applying for 
· The project/activity cost 
5. How and when to apply
The Council will consider all applications on an annual basis. 
· Applications must be made in writing and submitted by a responsible member of the organisation/group and sent to the Parish Clerk (details on our webpage). 
· The Parish Council will consider any grant/donation application at the next meeting of the Parish Council. 
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
